					We	never	know	what	a	day	will	hold.		A	day	in	the	life	of	PS.	I	

Love	You	Ministries	is	full	of	opportunities	to	not	only	bless,	but	

to	be	blessed.		From	outstanding	donations	for	the	clothing	closet	

to	visits	from	precious	children	in	foster	care,	we	are	amazed	day	

after	day	by	the	way	our	needs	are	continually	met.	

					The	day	a	child	is	placed	in	foster	care,	his	or	her	world	is	

suddenly	turned	upside	down.		We	cannot	completely	

understand	how	that	one	day	will	impact	their	lives.	Everything	

they	call	‘normal’	has	been	radically	taken	away,	and	instantly	

they	are	with	a	new	family,	new	home,	new	siblings,	new	rules,	

and	a	new	school.		Fear,	anxiety,	confusion,	loneliness,	and	

uncertainty	are	experienced	during	this	traumatic	season	of	their	

lives.	

					Last	month	at	the	closet	we	were	visited	by	a	little	girl	who	

had	not	spoken	a	word	since	being	dropped	off	at	her	new	foster	

home	and	by	a	teenage	boy	who	walked	into	the	closet	with	his	

Department	of	Juvenile	Justice	rubber	flip	flops	on	his	feet.		Their	

needs	are	great,	and	they	are	important	to	God.	His	message	is	

very	clear;	we	are	called	to	“Look	after	the	orphans	in	their	
distress,”	James	1:27.		Recently	I	met	an	eight-year-old	little	boy	

at	the	monthly	foster	parent	meeting.	He	read	my	shirt	and	said,	

“Oh,	PS.	I	Love	You…you	gave	me	a	Bible,	a	blanket,	a	backpack,	

clothes	and	shoes	on	April	25th!”		He	recognized	our	name	and	

knew	what	had	been	given	to	him.	He	explained	that	he	knew	the	

date	because	he	had	written	it	in	his	Bible	to	remember.			Later	

that	night	I	was	brought	to	tears	realizing	we	may	not	know	what	

our	days	hold	but	God	ordains	each	of	them.		He	says,	“Whatever	
you	do	for	one	of	the	least	of	these	my	brothers,	you	have	done	
unto	me”	Matthew	25:40.			My	prayer	is	that	we	are	found	
faithful	in	the	part	God	has	called	us	to	play	in	the	lives	of	
children	in	foster	care.		
					As	we	move	forward	at	PS.	I	Love	You	Ministries,	we	ask	that	

you	pray	for	the	foster	children	and	foster	families	in	our
